
PROTECT YOUR WHEAT YIELD 

As a general rule, the wheat crop across Midwest Cooperativeôs foot-

print looks to be a good one. A lot of producers have spent the extra 

time and money investing in added fertilizer, either dry or liquid, as well 

as an early season fungicide.  As we keep catching rains coming into 

June its safe to say we have the potential for a high yield wheat crop. 

Now is the time to protect the yield that you have invested in. The flag 

leaf stage is a critical time to stay disease free. All disease can be yield 

limiting but our biggest potential problem would be rust coming from the 

south. I keep a close eye on the crop watch page from University of Lin-

coln Nebraska, https://cropwatch.unl.edu/wheat , to stay updated on our 

neighbors to the south as rust cannot overwinter in this climate and has 

to blow up with southerly winds. Once Nebraska gets rust our risk is 

high. Not all fungicides are the same.  Ask your CHS agronomist to 

come assess your wheat fields and together choose the best fungicide 

for what potential and already present diseases you may have.
